DAY 1 – SAT 17 MARCH
The tour departs from the Ultima Function Centre in Keilor stopping at
Barwon Park mansion for lunch and a guided tour. After lunch we travel on
the Princes Hwy to Warrnambool for a two-night stay.

Coleraine and Casterton to our overnight stop in Hamilton.

Today we travel to Ballarat stopping along the way at Narrapumelap. An
impressive French Gothic Mansion built in 1873, we visited this magnificent
homestead on the Centenary tour in 2004.
